	

	RECEPTION – LEARNING PROFILE SPRING 2024

Outlined below is an overview of the areas of the curriculum and the opportunities that your child will experience this term.

Personal, Social and Emotional
During the Spring Term we will continue to promote and encourage the children to develop the following: -
· Confident to speak to a class group
· Being resourceful in finding support 
· Waiting for things they want 
· Understanding someone else’s point of view can be different from theirs
Communication and Language
In this area of learning we will ensure that we provide opportunities for all children to:
· Practise active listening (through story time, carpet time and circle time)
· Hear adults using good language and experience new language through talking about our interests 
· Develop their confidence in speaking in front of others by providing children with the chance to speak in front of different audiences 
Physical Development
Physical development is a key area for young children and supports their writing by enabling them to develop the gross and fine motor skills needed to hold a pencil. During class time the children will have access to the outside area every day for running, jumping, climbing, digging etc. In PE the children will be developing their skills with different PE equipment. After half term we will be developing our Gymnastic skills.
We will also continue to remind children about basic hygiene, support scissor skills and correct pencil grip for those children who require it. 

Literacy
During the Spring Term we are focussing on:
· Learning digraphs (two letters make one sound) and trigraphs (three letters make one sound)
· Learning tricky words by sight to help with the fluency of reading – it is important this is supported at home too. 
· Read a variety of different genres and experience both fiction and non-fiction books
· Practicing the correct formation of letters
· One poem a week from our Poetry Basket


Maths
Our learning this term will focus on:
· Saying 1 more and 1 less than a given number
· Recognizing and correctly writing numbers to 20
· ‘Touch counting’ irregular amount of objects
· Subitise (recognise quantities without counting) up to 5
· Talking about estimating quantities
· Introducing simple addition and subtraction calculations 

Understanding of the World
This area of the curriculum covers learning in science, geography, history and RE.  During the Spring Term we will be:
· Encouraging children to look closely at similarities, differences, patterns and change in their environment.
· Talking about people around them and know their roles in society
We also value children bringing in anything they would like to share from their culture/community.
Expressive arts and design
This area of the curriculum covers learning in music, art and dance. We provide opportunities for children to explore these areas through ‘continuous provision’ where the classroom and outdoor environment is set up with activities and resources to facilitate this. In both classrooms, children will have access to role play area and small world resources in order to develop their imaginative play. Depending on our focus of the week the children will have opportunities to complete focussed artwork.
Tapestry – Online Learning Journey
We continue to use this to record your child’s learning and achievements during their time in Reception. We value all contributions parents make to this journal as it is important for us to see what learning the children demonstrate at home – we often hear that they have mastered a skill but we may not see that in class. It is also a good way of us finding out about the children’s interests outside of school and what they do as a family which provides us with rich evidence for the ‘people and communities’ strand of our curriculum. If you are unsure how to comment or add evidence to your child’s Tapestry Journal we are more than happy to help.
Parental Support:
We ask that reading books are read every night and are returned on a Monday morning. Please ensure that sight words are also regularly practised at home. If you have any concerns or queries, please arrange an appointment time to see the class teacher.
