[bookmark: anchor-0]How to register and apply for a school nursery place
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You can register for a school nursery place at any time. For most children places are allocated based on the date that you register. The earlier you apply the more chance you have of getting a place.
To register complete the register your interest in a nursery place​ form and send it to the school where you want a nursery place. You can list more than one nursery. There is no catchment area priority for nursery places, so you can apply to any school. 

Registering for a primary school reception place

You must register for a reception place at your catchment school by 1 November of the year before your child is due to start school. Register with your catchment school. You'll then be sent an application form in November of the year before your child is due to start school.
Return your application form to your catchment school. They'll forward your details to the Department for Children, Young People, Education and Skills who allocate all school places. You'll receive an offer of a school place by the end of January.
